1) Warm up: Sing five-tone diatonic vocalises when given the tonic and dominant, ascending and descending, going up by half steps. Sing a familiar tune a cappella.  

2) Echo-clap rhythmic patterns in common time. 

3) Sight-read and clap out a simple four-measure rhythm in common time.

4) Sing a major scale on solfege, scale degree numbers, or vocable of choice. 
5) Aurally recognize and identify the distinction between a minor and major triad played 
on a keyboard (both harmonically and melodically.) 

6) Sing first a major triad, then a minor when given the tonic pitch.

7a) Echo a melodic phrase on solfege/vocables, which is first sung by the director.
7b) Sing back a series of random pitches (up to four consecutive) played on a keyboard.

8) Sing a chromatic scale on vocable or to the tune of Mary had a Little Lamb.

9) Read and sing a simple four-measure, major diatonic melody in common time.

10) Hold single pitch while director sings additional pitches.
11) Sing a five-tone vocalise against the director’s harmony. Learn the harmony and sing 
it against the director’s melody.

These skills will be taken together for an assessment of the young musician as a whole; some skills may be accurate, while the singer may still be approaching accuracy in other skills. However, the director will consider the experience, relative vocal maturity, and musical potential of the singer in the decision to accept the student as a member of the Concert Choir.
